ORGANISATION OF THE CAMP

Jeunes Diplomates Summer camps are modeled after American style summer camps, and our staff has an excellent
understanding and experience with summer camps in the United States. Our camp is a member of the US National
Camp Association.

Jeunes Diplomates staff includes our camp director BAFD and qualified French counselors (BAFA) and American
counselors.

8/ Arrival and Departure

Day campers:

Children must join the camp on Sunday at 5.00 pm at the Le Manége, 15 Route de Rochebrune.

Each morning campers should be at 8.45 am at the hotel Le Manége. Parents will pick them up at 6.00 pm each evening at the same place.

At both arrival and departure, it is necessary for an adult to accompany the child. If this adult is not the parent or legal guardian you must supply Jeunes Diplomates with written
confirmation of the name and address of the person who will accompany your child.

For any other departure by your child from the camp, you must supply Jeunes Diplomates with written confirmation describing the means of transportation and the name and address
of the person who will accompany your child.
